BYLAWS
OF
BLUE AND GOLD EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATION OF DISTRICT 891
ARTICLE 1I.
The name of this foundation shall be BLUE AND GOLD EDUCATIONAL
FOUNDATION OF DISTRICT 891.
ARTICLE II. PURPOSES

The objects and purposes of the foundation shall be:
1. Charitable and educational purposes consistent with organizations

qualifying for exemption under Section 501 of the Internal Revenue

Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United

States Internal Revenue Law).

2. To provide assistance to Minnesota Independent School District
891 to enhance its educational efforts.

The principal office of the foundation in the State of Minnesota shall
be located at 301 First Street West, in the City of Canby, County of Yellow
Medicine. The foundation may have such other offices within the State of Minnesota
as the Board of Directors may determine or as the affairs of the foundation may
require from time to time.

The foundation shall have and continuously maintain in the State of
Minnesota a registered office. The registered office may be, but need not
be, identical with the principal office in the State of Minnesota, and the
address of the registered office may be changed from time to time by the Board
of Directors.

ARTICLE III. MEMBERSHIP:

Section 1. Eligibility. The membership in this foundation shall be

open to all persons or entities who contribute a minimum of twenty-five dollars

($25.00) annually.

Section 2. Class. There shall be the following classes of members:

A. WAssociate Members.r Persons or entities who contribute a minimum
. of twenty-figp,dollars ($25.00) annually shall be associate members.
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B." Sustaining Members. Persons or entities who contribute a minimum
of one hundred dollars ($100.00) annually shall be sustaining
members.

C. Sponsor Members. Persons or entities who contribute a minimum
of five hundred dollars ($500.00) annually shall be sponsors .

Section 3. Voting. Each membership shall be entitled to one vote on

matters submitted to a vote of members, including election of the members of

the Board of Directors.

Section 4. Transfer of Memberships. Membership in this foundation is

not transferable or assignable.

Section 5. Termination of Membership. The Board of Directors may,

by a majority vote of those present at any regularly constituted board meeting,

terminate the membership of any member.

Section 6. Resignation. Any member may resign by filing a written

resignation with the Secretary.

ARTICLE IV. MEETINGS OF MEMBERS

Section 1. Annual Meetings. The annual meeting of members of the

foundation shall be held each year at the time and place designated by the
Board of Directors to conduct such business as presented to the membership

by the Board of Directors. Not less than thirty (30) days before the date
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of such annual meeting, the Secretary shall advise each meTéEE)in writing of
the time, date and place of the annual meeting.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the foundation may

be called at any time by the President or the Board of Directors. Notice of
such special meetings shall be sent not less than ten (10) nor more than thirty

(30) days prior to such meeting direct to every member, stating the date, the

placedof such meeting, and the business to be transacted.” At the written request

“of at least twenty percent (20%)>of the membership entitled to vote;ﬂzhe
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President shall call a special meeting of the members. Only such business




as is set forth in the notice of a special meeting shall be transacted at such
special meetings. Meetings may be adjourned to another time and place, and
notice thereof need not be given other than by announcement at the meeting at

- which adjournment is taken.
Section 3. Published Notice. To the extent permitted by law, the

Board of Directors may elect to give such notification by publication in a
newspaper of general circulation published in the county of the principal
place of business of the corporation for three (3) successive weeks prior to
the date of the meeting stating the time, place, and in the case of a special

meeting, its purpose.

Section 4. Quorum. Ten percent (10%) of the membership entitled to

vote, or twice the number of directors, which ever is lesser, shall constitute
a quorum at such meeting. If a quorum is not present at any meeting of members,
a mjority of the members present may adjourn the meeting from time to time,
without further notice until such time as a quorum is present.

Section 5. Votes. A majority of all votes cast at any legally held

meeting of the members wherein a quorum is present shall bind the foundation.
At any meeting only members shown by the records of the foundation to have
paid their dues and being otherwise in good standing shall be entitled to vote.
For those entities who have a membership in the foundation, they may appoint
one (1) or more persons in writing to act as their agent. Such person(s) so
appointed in writing shall have the right to vote on behalf of the member that
they represent. However, such entity having a membership shall be allowed
only one (1) vote no matter how many agents it has appointed.

ARTICLE V. BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. General Powers. The management and control of the business

of the foundation shall be vested in its Board of Directors except as otherwise

limited by the Articles of Incorporation and the Bylaws. Directors shall be
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
