The undersigned, for the purposes of forming a fcundation under and
pursuant to the p.ovisions of the Minnesota Non-Profit Corporation Act, Minnesota
Statutes Chapter 317, do hereby establish a body corporate and adopt the
following Articles of Incorporation:
ARTICLE T.
The name of this foundation shall be BLUE AND GOLD EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATION
OF DISTRICT 891.
ARTICLE IT.
The purposes of this founiation are:
1. Charitable and educat.onal purposes consistent with organizations
qualifying for exemption under Section 501 of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United

States Internal Revenue Law).

2. To provide assistance to Minnesota Independent School District
891 to enhance its educational ef.~rts.

ARTICLE III.
